Assessment Review Board Hearing

Present were Mayor Sosnowski, Cr. Rudolf, Cr. Yaremchuk, and CAO Elsie Howanyk.  Also present were the complainant Linda Hnatiuk and her partner Richard Runnalls.  Gary Barber from Wainwright Assessment Group the assessor for the Village of Myrnam was not available due to a conflict in his schedule.

The Assessment Review Board was called to order at 2:00P.M. by Mayor Sosnowski.

Members of the Assessment Review Board were asked to introduce themselves by CAO Elsie Howanyk. CAO Elsie Howanyk asked the complainant to identify herself and her partner.

CAO asked all parties if anyone objected to any of the members sitting on the board.  No objections were made.

The letter of complaint received from Linda Hnatiuk was read by CAO, Elsie Howanyk.  Assessment Roll# 24, Lot 17, Block 3, Plan 2859ET, which was being appealed due to the assessment being too high on the property.

Gary Barber, the assessor for the Village of Myrnam, advised Council that the previous assessor had the building in question assessed at average as opposed to fair and there was a 5% quality adjustment that was incurred;  of which he felt was unwarranted.
The Assessment Review Board made a unanimous decision to agree with Gary Barber and reduce the assessment from 19,190 to 14,870.
MOVED by Cr. Rudolf the accept the recommendation from Gary Barber of Wainwright Assessment Group to decrease the assessed value from $19,190 to $14,870 for Linda Hnatiuk at Lot 17, Block 3, Plan 2859ET.  CARRIED
