



Annual Meeting

April 30th, 2007
Myrnam Senior Citizens Centre
Mayor Sosnowski called the Village of Myrnam annual meeting to order at 7:05 P.M and welcomed everyone present.

Robert Villard MOVED to nominate Mayor Sosnowski as chairman for the annual meeting.  ALL IN FAVOR
The Minutes were handed out.  Gail Semeniuk MOVED and Dean Sosnowski SECONDED to accept the minutes as presented.  ALL IN FAVOR
Mayor Sosnowski brought up some issues that were presented in last year’s minutes:  The fire truck was purchased.  A new tractor was also purchased and we will be looking for another tractor as an older one was destroyed by the recent Walker’s Building fire. The garbage truck has been purchased and currently being used to haul from the regional landfills.  It is unknown as to when it will be used for the Town of Two Hills and Villages.  The cost is still unknown but it has assumed that it will be cheaper than what we pay now.  Mr. Nadurak will continue to haul garbage until then. Council is still working on whether larger bins for the alleys or rollaway bins would benefit the community more; it is possible a survey will be sent out regarding this matter.  Council will continue to look for grants to cover this expense.  Road construction was delayed to this spring and will start next week.  The worst road will be done first; probably the hospital road due to water drainage past the church.  The commitment from Black Track Paving still stands although due to the increase of oil we may have to pay a little more.  An engineer is involved with the whole process.
Mayor Sosnowski’s Report
There is Life Lease Program Open House on May 2, 2007 at the Myrnam Senior Centre at 7 p.m.  All plans and grants are in place and now is the time to find buyers. There will be 10 units with either 1 or 2 bedrooms. The concept is to purchase the life lease units for around $90-95,000 and upon passing the money will be returned to the estate.  The lodge will have an atrium and will be renovating the rooms to make them bigger and nicer.  The Vermilion River Regional Water Corridor will have an Open House on May 23, 2007 to discuss the concept of a water treatment plant by Elk Point pumping water out of the North Saskatchewan River and delivered to approximately 15 neighbouring municipalities.  The water will be pumped to our reservoir and we would only need to chlorinate.  In addition to the motion and heat sensitive security, there will be a camera installed at the WTP that will allow Carey to see inside the WTP from his laptop that was recently purchased.  A sanding truck and unit was purchased, stolen and recovered.  Due to Walker’s Garage fire we lost the “Old Red” fire truck and the Massey Fergusen Tractor amongst other items.  Council and the fire department is considering purchasing a steel building to serve as the new fire hall where Walker’s Building used to be, in turn the old fire hall may be used as a shop.  Assessments have gone up for a lot of properties due to the increase in sales in the last few years.  Although assessments have gone up Council will be decreasing the tax rate to approximately 26.20 for residential and 29.44 for non-residential from last year’s rate of 28.25 and 31.12 respectively.  The County of Two Hills, Town of Two Hills and Villages of Derwent, Myrnam and Willingdon have hired a contractor to develop a study regarding the concept of a “Specialized Municipality”.  An Open House is scheduled for June 28th, 2007 at the Elks Hall.  There have been a few requests to develop the subdivision area on the south end of the village.  It would cost approximately $200,000 to develop 9 lots i.e. roads, sidewalks and services.  A grant is currently being looked at for this development.
The Financial Statements were presented.  The Village does not have any debts and is in a good financial position.  Mayor Sosnowski received a call from Alberta Government stating they were impressed with our financial position.
Cr. Rudolf’s Report
There will be a beautification contest for the painting of the fire hydrants, which must be blue and have a dove motif, and the planters, which must be planted and painted any color with the dove motif.  First prize will be $100.00, second prize, $75.00 and third prize $50.00.  Rick Pashko is finished the memorial monument, which yet needs to be powder painted and the memorial plaques are finished as well.  An eternal flame has been purchased.  Unfortunately Russ Barrow will not be able to start the Dove Park soon as his mother is ill and he will be tending to her for a while.  A Welcome Wagon has been established and newcomers, within the last year, will be visited by Donna Rudolf soon. Cr. Rudolf is also looking into getting some buildings a historic status.
Over the course of the meeting the following questions and comments were brought up:  Some residents were concerned that the alleys may be too narrow for the bins and the garbage truck, the cost of new garbage system would be increased and whether they would want a bin on their property.  One resident wanted to know if they could still haul their own garbage to the landfill; Council stated they could but they would still pay the garbage fees.  One resident brought up the subdivision that was sold to Ziniewicz Enterprises; a misunderstanding that the parcel recently sold to him was being built on, which in fact the building is on the initial corner lot that was sold to Ziniewicz Enterprises.  Some residents were concerned that some older buildings are a fire hazard and should be condemned.  Council stated that they were all privately owned.  With regards to unsightly yards, the CAO has notified owners and have charged some for the clean up.  The old bar is also privately owned and Council cannot do anything about it either.  Some residents were also concerned about the care of the fruit trees that are to be planted in the new curb and gutter areas. Sod will be used to fill in the curb and gutter areas around the trees.  The main reason for putting a curb and gutter system is to lessen the cost of reconstructing the whole width of the roads.  Recycled asphalt will be used for some other smaller streets.  A resident stated he would like a yield sign facing east on the corner of 47th Street and 51st Avenue; Council will revisit the issue.
