CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Sosnowski at 7:00 P.M.

No delegations.  

Owner of Tax Roll 128.00 read and handed to the CAO and Council a letter appealing the decision of the Assessment Review Board.

Fire Chief, John Fedoriuk, gave an update to Council; Grand Opening of the new Fire Hall, on October 4, 2008 will coincide with Fire Prevention Week; all Council and CAO were personally invited; Mayor Sosnowski to say a few words.  Things at the fire hall are going well; quiet but it is hard to keep the volunteers spirited; a temporary antenna was installed last week; the antenna can be reached to the Beauvallon hill; John Fedoriuk requests to have the antenna from the village office when the new roof is replaced.  The trim around the doors and the electrical problem with the door still exists; CAO stated both items were addressed but will contact the contractors again.  The new fire hall lacks stairs and a sink; Council suggested John Fedoriuk to bring the CAO some cost estimates.  The Pumper truck needs the brakes repaired and a CVIP.  Eight members took the S600 course and passed; 5 members are at Level 1; other members are in training.  John Fedoriuk expressed the fire departments appreciation for the new fire hall.  John Fedoriuk asked Council when the paving will be completed in front of the fire hall; Council stated that it was costly and maybe it would be done next spring; it was suggested to put some cold mix right in front of the overhead doors and front man door.

The Minister also requests the Village of Myrnam to use a portion of the surplus lands for a designated parking area for occasional bike rallies etc.

Council discussed the recent break-in at Kalyna Korner where a vehicle drove into the side door of the liquor store; due to the nature of the business Council discussed installing steel posts at the entrance of the front door;  Cr. Yaremchuk and Cr. Dubelt will look into various posts and prices.
h. MSI Operating Grant 2007 – 2008

RFD 063-08
CAO discussed with Council options to expend the 2007 and 2008 MSI Operating Grant as they must be used up by December 2008; CAO suggested repairing the roof at the curling rink, replacing the lighting at the village office, a municipal accounting software and using the rest of the funds to assist non-profit organizations after receiving information from the County of Two Hills as to whom and how much was given to non-profit organizations within the Village of Myrnam.

REPORTS
CAO Report:  CAO attended the Ministers Consultation Session on August 21, 2008 with Cr. Yaremchuk.  CAO attended the Regional Emergency Management Agency meeting regarding the JEPP grant; upon approval from respective municipalities, the County of Two Hills will be applying for a Communications grant to upgrade to a county-wide radio system; the Town of Two Hills and Village of Myrnam will each apply to upgrade the buildings which will house EOC and Reception Centres.  Next meeting scheduled for Sept. 19, 2008.  CAO attended the Regional Operators Consortium on Sept. 9, 2008 with Foreman Yaremchuk; new consortium will be meeting approximately once a month; will be applying for grants to have the whole consortium capable with online remote monitoring; Town of Vegreville will be the lead municipality of the consortium.  Alberta Environment suggested that the Village of Myrnam have a mutual aid agreement with Duvernay and Vegreville in the event of immediate assistance.  CAO will be attending the HUB Rural Metro Accord Task Meeting on Sept. 12, 2008, and the EMS Transition Meeting on Sept. 17, 2008 in Edmonton; carpooling with Town of Two Hills CAO.  An assessment of sidewalks were done earlier this year by the CAO and Foreman; copy given to each councilor for review.


Cr. Yaremchuk and Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  Water treatment plant and lift station is in good running order.  Water samples are taken weekly.  The contractor to upgrade the WTP is just waiting for a pump and plastic parts.  A spare lift station pump has been ordered; 7 to 8 week delivery.  A lot of grass cutting was done by the students including the lagoon which was not burnt this spring; only a bit more grass cutting is necessary.  Foreman stated Council is meeting with a contractor to trim the trees on Highway 881 and 49th Avenue; Council affirmed meeting with the contractor and have a start date of Monday, September 15th.  Foreman is requesting which sidewalks to do; Cr. Yaremchuk will call Carilion regarding a sidewalk machine; CAO to find out who did the Town of Vermilions sidewalks.  Foreman was impressed with the STEP students this year; they did a great job.  It was brought up that the County of Two Hills shop employees were taking large amounts of water a couple of times over the last week; CAO will discuss this with the County CAO and the shop foreman regarding the water shortage and requesting that if they intend to take water in this manner that 24 hours notice is necessary. 

Cr. Dubelt Report: CAO and Cr. Dubelt attended the Vermilion River Regional Water Committee meeting; the VRRWC formed an 8 member sub-committee to lobby to the provincial government; many members of the VRRWC are frustrated that it has taken this long.  The VRRWC have agreed to have a privately owned system as opposed to joining EPCOR; next meeting is scheduled for October 22, 2008.  Cr. Dubelt attended the Northern Lights Library System Board meeting; the rates are proposed to increase to 4.08 per capita; all the new computers are ready to go; the librarian will need to go to a computer course to run the new computers.

Mayor Sosnowski Report: Mayor Sosnowski met with the contractor to cut trees; $85.00 per hour; Foreman Yaremchuk to assist; CAO contacted ATCO to trim the trees on 49th Avenue.  Mayor Sosnowski has found some prices for a curbing machine; approximately $80,000; will find out more information next week.  Brian Chomlak has contacted Mayor Sosnowski stating the County will be in next week to build the birm at the arena.
