The meeting was called to order by Mayor Sosnowski at 10:05 A.M.

Council wants to wait until the next meeting for a response.  CAO wanted approval to pay Bar Engineering for services regarding the new subdivision;

Economic Development Lands – The Minister of Municipal Affairs has sent the “Offer to Purchase” agreement for the purchase of the former CPR station grounds lying in the south of the former rail line;

REPORTS
CAO Report:  CAO attended HUB Rural Metro Accord Task Team meeting on September 12, 2008; CAO requests Mayor Sosnowski to be a part of HUB’s Investment Attraction Task Team; Mayor Sosnowski agreed.  CAO attended EMS Transition Meeting on September 17, 2008 in Edmonton and the LGAA meeting in St. Paul where Municipal Affairs was there to discuss MSI; can use operating fund for Council furnishings.  CAO contacted Evergreen Stationers where they brought out samples of chairs etc.  Garbage bins have been moved to the transfer site.  CAO contacted the Town of Vermilion regarding sidewalks; they currently do not have asphalt sidewalks.  CAO would like to have a policy that minutes for any newspaper circulation are taken from the draft minutes when it is posted on the website.  CAO had an informal meeting with the Two Hills RCMP detachment regarding the lack of policing in the area.  CAO attended the FCSS meeting; they request a Board member be appointed and whether that board member wants to attend the FCSS Conference on November 26 – 29, 2008 in Edmonton.  CAO brought up any ideas for a Christmas Party; the Fire Department Staff party is on December 12, 2008 and the Tree Lighting on December 14, 2008.  CAO will be meeting with Mircea of Northern Lights Library System with CAO of Derwent on Monday, October 6, 2008.  CAO to discuss TCA project proposal IN CAMERA.

Cr. Yaremchuk and Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  Water treatment plant and lift station is in good running order.  Water samples are taken weekly.  Tree trimming was completed along the south side of Highway 881.  The wells were filled in at 5007 – 45 Street and 5007 – 46 Street.  The distribution pump is in for the WTP but still waiting on some water valves.  The sewer line was flushed on the south side by the lift station to the Lodge; request to approach the Eagle View Lodge about installing a soap and grease filter to prevent build up in the sewer line down stream from the Lodge; CAO to write a letter to this effect to the Eagle Hill Foundation.

Cr. Dubelt Report: Cr. Dubelt attended a Northern Lights Library System meeting with the Province of Alberta; the Province would like to know what each library needs for the future; our librarian is equipped with a new computer; she will be taking training for the computer at a later date; libraries are celebrating 100 years.  The Premier and Minister of Municipal Affairs are in favor of libraries; just need support from other MLAs.  The fire department had mats installed in front of the fire hall instead of bringing in asphalt; the metal and weather stripping is completed and Ranny’s Electric had come in to repair the electrical problem; he will be back to repair the overhead door sensors.

Mayor Sosnowski Report: Mayor Sosnowski staged the tenders for the Eagle View Lodge are closing on October 15, 2008.  The grant for low income housing through the Eagle Hill Foundation has been applied for.  Mayor Sosnowski recommends Council to have a Public Meeting to let make plans for next year; would like it to be a time for public input not complaints.  Council set a date for November 5, 2008 7 P.M. at the Senior Citizens Centre; CAO to request an update from Ziniewicz Enterprises regarding the tanks.
