CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Sosnowski at 1:54 P.M.

OPEN FORUM
Two Hills Chronicle were invited to attend this general meeting; no one showed up.

Sgt. Malcolm McRae was welcomed and gave a report for April 1 to September 30, 2008.  The Two Hills Detachment Annual Performance Plan Objectives are 1) Impaired Driving (plan by 2010 to bring deaths on roads down) 2) Intelligence Gathering and 3) National Recruiting Strategy.  In this area there were 15 traffic accidents including injuries and fatalities, 212 traffic enforcement violations and 35 criminal code traffic offences; of which 31 were impaired driving offences and 4 were dangerous driving offences. Two constables have been transferred and one is currently is on administrative duties; of the two that have been transferred there are two replacements.  St. Paul Traffic Services have been to Myrnam.  It seems as there may be a new regulation regarding school zone signs; CAO to contact Alberta Transportation.  As there were no more questions, Council thanked Sgt. McRae.

REPORTS
CAO Report:  CAO working on TCA project as well as keeping up with regular office duties.  Utility bills will be out on November 30, 2008; hoping to have time to include a newsletter with Christmas greetings.  Auditors scheduled to come for a pre-audit on December 15, 2008.  Christmas party for Council and staff on January 9, 2009.  Superintendent of RCMP have a meeting scheduled with Mayor and CAO on January 13, 2008 2009 at 7:30 P.M. Subdivision and Development Appeal Board notice for board members was advertised in the Two Hills Chronicle; if there are no submissions by the next Regular Council meeting it is suggested that Council will have to appoint 5 members from the Village.  On November 20, 2008 there will be another informational meeting regarding C.O.P.S.  Budget to Actual was presented to each Councillor.

Cr. Yaremchuk and Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  WTP and Lift Station in good running order.  Water samples are taken weekly.  The valves still need to be changed at the WTP.  New pump was installed at the Lift Station.  Divers will be coming in this month to check the reservoir.  Foreman suggests boring the road on 47 Ave to install the new water line.  Beaver dams all opened up.  Demolition at 4818 – 50 Avenue completed.  Birm at arena completed.  Well casing is being installed today in one well.  Foreman is taking holidays this month but coming in to check water and sewer daily and any other necessary things.

Cr. Dubelt Report: Cr. Dubelt attended Vermilion River Regional Water System meeting with CAO on October 22, 2008; the next step is to lobby the province.  Cr. Dubelt attended a couple of Northern Lights Library System meetings; libraries will be closed for one week between December and January to install the new software.  Cr. Dubelt attended a Family & Children Services meeting; will bring up at their next meeting the letters submitted to the Mayor from Grade 4 students at New Myrnam School.

Mayor Sosnowski Report: Mayor Sosnowski received numerous letters from the Grade 4 students at New Myrnam School about things they would like to see in Myrnam; Mayor Sosnowski attended the class and talked with the students and gave them each a Myrnam pin.  Mayor Sosnowski attended the Emergency Management Agency Summit; the County of Two Hills is one of few Regional Emergency Management Agencies; the Summit was very interesting.  Mayor Sosnowski met with M.L.A. Ray Danyluk; Mayor would like to have an estimate on all the roads that need to be done within the Village and present the quote to the Province.  Mayor Sosnowski contacted the Ag. Society to discuss the possibility of the Ag. Society, the Village and the Dove Society to work together for Fair & Fun Days.  Mayor Sosnowski would also like to invite the president of the Ag. Society and Taras Saruk and their spouses to the Village and Fire Dept. Christmas Party.
