MOVED by Cr. Yaremchuk to accept the financial report for the month of November as presented.  CARRIED  

CHEQUE LIST     
MOVED by Mayor Sosnowski to accept the Cheque List (#1439 – 1504) for the previous month as presented.  Note: Cr. Yaremchuk abstained from voting.  CARRIED
REPORTS
CAO Report:  CAO working on TCA project as well as keeping up with regular office duties.  Utility bills sent out on November 30, 2008; included a newsletter with Christmas greetings and reminders regarding overdue taxes and utility accounts as well as dog license renewals.  Auditors scheduled to come for a pre-audit on December 15, 2008.  

Cr. Yaremchuk and Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  WTP and Lift Station in good running order.  Water samples are taken weekly.  The valves still need to be changed at the WTP.  Divers were in last week to check the reservoir.  East well is repaired and ready for operation.  Chambers ceiling was painted and had new lights installed.  New Christmas lights are up.  Some sanding and snow removal was completed.  Cr. Yaremchuk attended the last Regional Waste Commission meeting; there is more garbage being taken to the landfill; we need to put up the rest of our bins for the overflow.  The key to the landfill has been abused as people have been taking fridges etc. to the landfill without fees of which the commission needs to recover.  Commission is continuing to work on recycling program.

MOVED by Mayor Sosnowski that the key to the landfill is not to be given out to anyone unless accompanied by Foreman Yaremchuk or Matt Krawchuk.  CARRIED

MOVED by Mayor Sosnowski that a letter be written to the Regional Landfill Commission stating that the Village of Myrnam had made a motion regarding the usage of the landfill key.  CARRIED

There was also a short discussion that if the Foreman does accompany someone to the landfill that the minimum hour fee be applied.

Cr. Dubelt Report: Cr. Dubelt and CAO attended Vermilion River Regional Water System meeting; in addition to lobbying the province, the committee intends on making an application to the province for $30,000,000 for 2 stages of the total project of 10 stages.  It is anticipated that the project will start in 2009.  The total project is estimated at $147,000,000; 90% of which is to be covered by a provincial water grant and hopefully the remaining 10% will be covered by a partnership grant.  The province does not want the utility to go along the provincial highways; commission needs to look for alternative routes i.e. municipal roads.  It is estimated that 3% of the water from the N. Saskatchewan River will be drawn for all the participating municipalities.  Cr. Dubelt will be attending a Family & Children Services meeting on December 10, 2008 in which he will bring up the letters submitted to the Mayor from Grade 4 students at New Myrnam School; hopefully they will be able to have a basketball court in Myrnam through FCSS.  Two Hills will be trying an after school program; if it successful it may be implemented in Myrnam.

Mayor Sosnowski Report: Mayor Sosnowski commended CAO on Christmas lights and Foreman on snow removal. Mayor Sosnowski attended a FCSS Convention; FCSS is being funded by the government for kids; discussed many trends among youth; need to work with our children and with the Mennonite community.  The owner of the theatre would like to meet with Council early in 2009 to discuss doing something (i.e. a community project) with the old theatre.
