REPORTS
CAO Report:  CAO getting things ready for auditor; T4’s and Summary completed, donation receipts completed this week; all financials and banking transfers completed except for Dove Account.  Auditor scheduled for February 18 – 19th.  TCA project almost complete.

Cr. Yaremchuk and Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  WTP and Lift Station in good running order.  Water samples are taken weekly.  Lift station had problem with float but now fixed.  Motor and pressure switch of furnace was replaced.  New radiant heater for the shop is in; needs to be installed.  A lot of snow removal and sanding was completed.  There was a sewer backup at 4801 – 47 Avenue; St. Paul Shop was notified and will come as soon as possible; there was buildup of lard, soap and a cloth that was pulled out.  Cr. Yaremchuk got a hold of the owner of the asphalt sidewalk paver company; they rent them out for $350 per day and can do about one mile of sidewalk per day providing old sidewalk is removed and hot mix is provided.

Cr. Dubelt Report: Cr. Dubelt attended a FCSS meeting on December 10, 2008; FCSS does not have funding for a basketball court.  Two Hills has rented a building for a teen centre; if it is determined successful by June of 2009 FCSS will consider opening one for Myrnam.  Cr. Dubelt expressed his disappointment regarding the lack of appreciation some people have that drive over the windrows of snow creating a mess after the foreman worked long hours to clear snow.

Mayor Sosnowski Report: Mayor Sosnowski stated that otherwise everything seems to be going well through the village.
