REPORTS
CAO Report:  Auditor scheduled for February 12 and 13, 2009.  CAO meeting on February 10, 2009.  CAO away February 18 and 19, 2009.  CAO attended training for the new municipal accounting software; should be installed by end of February; VPN connections were completed today.  CAO may attend Municipal Law Seminar on March 5, 2009.  CAO would like to explore the idea of promoting the Village at the Fort McMurray tradeshow with other administrators within the County.  BAR Engineering recommends either a curb and gutter system on 51 Street or excavation and paving instead of an overlay due to the amount of black dirt under the street.  The head coordinator for Myrnam C.O.P.S. has resigned due to personal reasons; a meeting has been scheduled for February 11, 2009 to nominate a new coordinator.

Cr. Yaremchuk and Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  WTP and Lift Station in good running order.  Water samples are taken weekly.  Streets and alleys have been snowplowed.  Christmas lights were taken down on January 21, 2009.  A sewer speed rooter has been purchased and works very well.  Foreman installed the radiant heater in the shop.  Some sidewalks have been cleaned; rest will be done by the end of this week.

Cr. Dubelt Report: Cr. Dubelt attended Vermilion River Regional Water Committee; there are two tentative dates (March 4 or 10, 2009) for a ‘super meeting’ for all members of Council and CAO’s to attend.  An MLA’s meeting has been tentatively scheduled to Mayors and a Councillor to attend on March 12, 2009.  C.O.P.S. meeting Wednesday, February 11, 2009; need more members to protect our community; even County residents.  FCSS meeting is scheduled for February 17, 2009.  Cr. Dubelt attended Joint Municipalities meeting with Mayor and CAO on January 15, 2009.

Mayor Sosnowski Report: Mayor Sosnowski attended the Mayors Caucus; many municipalities are struggling due to shortage of CAO’s, utility operators, lack of long-term planning.  Mayor Sosnowski also learned that the regional water system in the southern part of Alberta is costing residents a lot more than first expected.  Mayor Sosnowski had a meeting with M.L.A. Ray Danyluk on January 16, 2009.  Mayor Sosnowski attended the Dove Park Society meeting who are very positive and have many ideas that are being implemented i.e. beautification, heritage projects etc.  Mayor Sosnowski attended annual Superintendent meeting with CAO and a Landfill Committee meeting.
