CAO Report:  CFEP grant previously submitted has been rejected; a letter of withdrawal is requested.  The tire on the rented backhoe was replaced by the Village; CAO is waiting for a response from EMECO.  CAO and Foreman will be at the Water Wastewater Conference in Banff next week; a temp has been hired for the office.

Cr. Yaremchuk and Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  WTP and Lift Station in good running order.  Two small water lines in the WTP were fixed.  Water samples are taken weekly.  Streets and alleys have been snowplowed.  New/rental backhoe is very good.  Great to have a new employee.  Attended Alberta Health water meeting with Cr. Dubelt and CAO.  Village owned sidewalks were cleared within 48 hours of snowfall; will do other sidewalks as time permits.

Cr. Dubelt Report: Cr. Dubelt attended the FCSS meeting on February 17; the teen centre in Two Hills opened on February 2, 2009 which has received great responses; FCSS is planning on a summer program for kids. Attended a water shortage exercise with CAO and Foreman by Alberta Health Services.  Cr. Dubelt attended the NLLS meeting; Ft. McMurray has built a new library; the NLLS headquarters will be going through renovations this year.  Cr. Dubelt attended the VRRWC meeting with the CAO; still waiting for grant application approval for regional water system line; next meeting April 1, 2009.

Mayor Sosnowski Report: Mayor Sosnowski attended a County Council meeting regarding assistance with road construction; a meeting was set up with Village of Myrnam and County of Two Hills CAO, Village of Myrnam Council, County Foreman and Ernie Koshuta of BAR Engineering on February 20, 2009.  BAR Engineering is getting the tender process started for 51 Street and 50th Avenue from Highway 881 west.  A meeting that was scheduled regarding Fair & Fun Day with the Ag. Society, Dove Society and Village of Myrnam Council has been postponed.
