REPORTS
CAO Report:  CAO met with Servus Credit Union regarding a loan for the backhoe; CAO is drafting up a Borrowing Bylaw in that effect.  CAO attended an Alberta Emergency Management workshop and module 2 of the Municipal Leadership Course; module 3 is scheduled for April 29 – May 1, 2009.  Funded by Alberta HUB, the CAO will be attending the Alberta Economic Development Conference May 12 – 14, 2009.  CAO will also be attending a ½ day workshop on April 16, 2009 regarding Infrastructure grants.  Sidewalk Bylaw created $3363.75 in revenue.  Assessments entered; depending on audit and budget we will see a reduction on the tax rate by almost 3 mills.  CAO working on budget but still waiting for auditors who should have statements completed next week; budget and annual meeting won’t be scheduled until then.  BAR Engineering currently have the tender out for 2009 Road Construction project.

Cr. Yaremchuk and Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  WTP and Lift Station in good running order.  Water samples are taken weekly.  Streets and alleys have been snowplowed and now are dry except for a few spots.  Chamber renovations almost complete.  Sewer main on 47 Ave/48 Street was plugged and repaired the same day.  Water main break on Sec. Hwy 881 just south from last year’s break was repaired in one day; Foreman was at Water/Wastewater Conference in Banff; Lakeland Trenching, public works staff member and a casual labourer worked together to fix the line.

Cr. Dubelt Report: Cr. Dubelt attended HUB meeting with Mayor Sosnowksi on March 27; 4 Metis Settlements and 2 Nations joined HUB.  Cr. Dubelt attended Vermilion River Regional Water Committee meeting with CAO on April 1.  Cr. Dubelt and Mayor Sosnowski attended Ministers and MLA’s meeting at the Parliament Building regarding the proposed regional water line; it was very well presented and received; presentation given to CAO for filing.  Next Vermilion River Regional Water Meeting for all CAO’s and Council is scheduled for May 7, 2009.

Mayor Sosnowski Report: Mayor Sosnowski attended meetings with Cr. Dubelt regarding HUB and Vermilion River Regional Water Committee as well as a Regional Landfill meeting; everything seems to be running smoothly.
