C.A.O. Report:  Ad for position of C.A.O. has been advertised in the St. Paul Journal, Two Hills Chronicle, Vermilion Voice and Vegreville Advertiser.  Spring Cleanup was May 9, 2009.  Statement of Financial Expenditures for 2008 Infrastructure grants have been completed; MSI Operating grant request for wages was not accepted.  Grant Project Profiles will be submitted after Budget approval.  Waiting to hear back from Alberta Transportation regarding whose responsibility it is to clear driveway entrances from snow on properties on Highway 881. C.A.O. and Mayor’s Caucus is scheduled for June 10, 2009 in Calgary.

Cr. Yaremchuk and Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  WTP and Lift Station in good running order.  Water samples are taken weekly.  A lot of spring clean up was completed with more to do; assisted with Village Spring CleanUp.  Servicing on equipment has been completed.  Waiting on road boring estimate for installation of water line at 5005 – 47 Ave.

Cr. Dubelt Report: Attended Joint Municipalities Meeting; County have given money towards a recycling program; commitment needed for 2010.  Northern Lights Conference is scheduled for September 17 – 19, 2009; municipal library boards should be expecting a 39% increase in funding over the next 3 years.  Attended Vermilion River Regional Water Committee meeting with C.A.O.; grant application for phases 1 and 2 have been approved by the Province; majority of committee in favor of Corporation model vs. Commission model as a governance structure. Attended Family & Community Support Services meeting; Youth Centre in Two Hills attendance increased in April and will be open 3 days/week, 6 hours per day for July and August; babysitting course interest was low therefore it will be advertised in the local paper and with the gas utility billings.


Mayor Sosnowski Report: Met with M.L.A. Ray Danyluk on May 8, 2009. Met with County Council earlier today.  An employee from the EagleView Lodge graduated from Health Care Aid Program.  Delivered a greeting at the Myrnam Senior Centre Curling event.  Negativity within the Village seems to be decreasing.  Met with Ag. Society and Dove Society; great to see such cooperation.  Met with Ag. Society and Senior Centre regarding Fair and Fun Day.
