Parrish Tung, Vice-Principal of New Myrnam School was in attendance to discuss grants for a Basketball Court and a new Playground.  Phase 1 being the Basketball court would have ultimate usage if located at the school grounds; becomes the school boards responsibility for liability; less cost as it would not have to be fenced; school has exterior security camera; recommended the Village applies to CFEP on behalf of the school.  Phase 2 is the new playground initiated by the Parent Council who has $5,000 set aside for the project.  The playground is estimated to be $40,000 to $45,000 whereas the main goal to have it fully funded by grants.  Parrish Tung is requesting the Village of Myrnam and the County of Two Hills to use the Municipal Sponsorship Program for the playground.  Mayor Sosnowski has suggested looking for other grants such as R.C.M.P. grants, RInC program.

C.A.O. to write a letter to Alberta Fish & Wildlife as well as Alberta Environment regarding beavers and the creek problems; a resident called the office letting us know they prefer the water level high in the creek and to maintain water levels consistent as to not disturb beavers during nesting season. Water restriction to be put on as to preserve water.
