a. Equipment Sale List

c. 2009 Infrastructure Grants


CAO Dupuis  informed council that final paperwork for all 2009 project grants was being modified and finalized. Funds were expected to be released by the middle to end of August.   

d. 2009 Tax Utility Summary


CAO Dupuis  informed council as to the status of taxes and utilities collected as of July 13th.  $180,775 of $ 214,818 collected in Taxes; $25,012 of $31,653 collected in utilities.   

e. Reconstruction of 49th Street Past Lodge


CAO Dupuis  informed council that the Building Canada Grant for reconstruction of 49th Avenue past the lodge had been denied. Additional sources of funding for this project will be investigated. .   

f. Fair & Fun Days


A discussion regarding the status of the Fair and Fun days was held.  The agenda for the day was still in final revisions. No street dance was to be held and town representatives will take part in the parade although no specific float was planned for 2009.

g. Letter to New Businesses

C.A.O. Report:  Thanked the village for the opportunity to serve in this position.  

Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  WTP and Lift Station in good running order.  Water samples are taken weekly.  Cut grass in all parks and village properties.  STEP employee has started. 

Cr. Yaremchuk Report: Attended the regional landfill meeting where it was reported that all transfer stations and equipment was operating well. A review to prioritize which sidewalks will require replacement will be required as grants for this are confirmed over the next couple of months. 
Cr. Dubelt Report: Attended Vermilion River Regional Water Committee with C.A.O. on June 11, 2009. The project has shifted into the legal stage where municipal functioning agreements and easements must be attained from landowners. This new requirement as compared to utilizing the “ditch” allowance may add several years to the project. 

He also attended an FCSS meeting in Two Hills where it was reported great success in an after school initiative.  Plans to expand the program to Myrnam and Two Hills in the fall will depend on the number of children registered and appropriate staffing.

Mayor Sosnowski Report: Attended the Mayor’s meeting in Calgary. Some discussion took place regarding the classification and / or potential amalgamation of small towns and villages. He was encouraged by the dedication of the people involved in this undertaking although somewhat concerned about the lack of consistency in deciding this on a province wide basis.
