OF AGENDA     
The Agenda for the September 14th, 2009 Regular council meeting was presented for review with two items added under New Business: New Municipal Government  and Ball Diamond Fencing.

a. 2009 Tax Appeals
RFD 070-09
Moved by Mayor Sosnowski to accept the decisions of the Assessment Appeal Board held on September 24th 2009. CAO Dupuis is to implement the results of the hearing as per the MGA.

b. NLLS Library Agreement to Be Signed
RFD 071-09
The agreement was being modified to correct some minor language issues and move to a master agreement format having each municipality sign as a member rather than having an individual agreement with each municipality.

NEW BUSINESS / TABLED ITEMS
a. Vermillion Regional Water Resolution
RFD 066-09
As part of the Vermillion Regional Water Initiative each participating municipality has been asked to pass a series of resolutions that will enable the better management and procurement of Grants necessary to complete the project. 

MOVED by Cr. Dubelt that the Village of Myrnam sign the resolution appointing the County of Vermillion River as the lead municipality in applying for Grants regarding the Vermillion Regional Water Initiative. The resolution also sets the 2010 municipal contribution rate at $2.25 per capita and states Myrnam will abide by the terms of the Agreements signed by the lead signatory, the County of Vermillion River.

b. 2009 MSI-Non Profit Grants
RFD 068-09
Under the provincial MSI program, Myrnam received $10,000 to help assist local non-profit organizations in the community. A proposal form was provided to various organizations who responded with various items the grant would assist in attaining. Each organization provides a valuable resource to our community and the Village welcomes the opportunity to assist these worthwhile initiatives presented to council.

c. Emergency Management Position
RFD 072-09
Emergency Management Director Brad Straty submitted his resignation to the Village in August. His new role as County Fire Chief does not afford him the opportunity to continue in this position. As a result a new Director must be appointed by the village. 

MOVED by Mayor Sosnowski that CAO Gary Dupuis be appointed the Interim Emergency Management Director for the Village of Myrnam following the resignation of Brad Straty. The Village would like to thank Brad for his many years of dedicated service in our community in this position.

d. Paving of 50 Ave. – 51st St. Completed
RFD 073-09
CAO Dupuis informed council that paving of 51st St. and 50th Avenue had been completed ahead of schedule. Residents were impressed with the professionalism of the work and Carmacks staff. 


MOVED by Mayor Sosnowski that CAO Dupuis be authorized to  pay Carmacks Enterprises Ltd. for their work on receipt of a successful completion letter from Bar Engineering. CAO Dupuis will also express thanks to Carmacks for their work in Myrnam.

e. 2009 Grant Update / Disbursement
RFD 074-09
CAO Dupuis informed council that grants from various government agencies were being deposited in our operating account. These funds need to be shifted to our infrastructure account and then funds allocated to pay for paving and other pending grants for 2009.


MOVED By Mayor Sosnowski that CAO Dupuis reallocated infrastructure funds as required to meet ongoing obligations.

f. 2009 Sidewalk Upgrades
RFD 075-09
The Village has applied for and received AMIP, NDCC, SIP & MSI Capital grant funding for the replacement of various sidewalks throughout the village.  A coordinated approach is necessary to ensure severely troubled areas are replaced and the new sections of 50th Avenue and 51st St. are completed. After some discussion it was decided to continue to place washed stone between the curb and existing sidewalk in this area.  Driveways and stone will be completed by approximately mid-October.

MOVED By Mayor Sosnowski that further examination by council is necessary to formulate a plan for 2010 sidewalk installation.

g. New Municipal Government

Mayor Sosnowski reported that ongoing discussions by the government continue to examine the status, definitions and directions of municipalities. There are also hearings as to redrawing political boundaries to better reflect population changes. There is some concern that redrawing of districts will result in less representation ion rural areas including Myrnam. Continued diligence will be necessary to ensure representation is not lost in the future. 
h. Old Ball Diamonds

Some citizens have expressed interest in some of the fencing at the old ball diamonds. Removal is not an easy task but further discussion need to be undertaken with these individuals to see if a mutually beneficial arrangement can be made to remove the old diamonds. 


MOVED By Mayor Sosnowski that the CAO further examine options and report back to council the results of ongoing discussions.
