a. Sale of Backhoe and Grader

NEW BUSINESS / TABLED ITEMS
a. Resolution for 2009 MSP Grant
RFD 081-09
CAO Dupuis informed council that a resolution in support of the 2009 MSP Joint Grant was required by council. The grant would be aimed at several important upgrades and standardization of fire services equipment across the county. The resolution was prepared as follows:

“Be it resolved that Council authorizes the Village of Myrnam to participate in a Municipal Sponsorship Program grant application under the Alberta Municipal Affairs Municipal Sponsorship Program; for a Joint Fire Protection Services Purchase Initiative; further

That the County of Two Hills agrees to be designated the managing partner of the completion of a Joint Fire Protection Services Purchase Initiative receiving, administering, allocating, reporting, and accounting for the grant funds on behalf of the partners; further 

That the Village of Myrnam agrees to allocate 100% of its Municipal Sponsorship Program base grant to the Joint Fire Protection Services Purchase Initiative; and further 

That the Village of Myrnam agrees to enter into a Conditional Grant Agreement governing the purpose and use of the grant funds if it is the managing partner, or if not agrees to abide by the terms of the Conditional Grant Agreement signed by the managing partner on behalf of the other eligible municipal partners governing the purpose and use of the grant funds.”



MOVED by Cr. Dubelt that the resolution in support of the 2009 Joint MSP be approved.

b. Support for Myrnam Home and School Association Awards Night

A request has been made to by the Myrnam Home and School Association for support of the awards evening to be held at the school on November 25th 2009.

Cr. Yaremchuk moved that the CAO of the Village of Myrnam be authorized to contribute $ $ 50.00 toward the support of the New Myrnam School Awards Night on November 25th 2009.

c. ATCO Franchise Fee
RFD 083-09
The Village of Myrnam like all municipalities have an annually  negotiated arrangement with their electrical provider, in our case  Atco Electric, for payment of a royalty for electricity used within the municipality. The royalty is in reality simply passed on to consumers as a distribution charge on their bill. The current rate for the village is 2%. The Village has one of the lowest rates in the area. CAO Dupuis suggested that in light of the current economic conditions in the province this fee be maintained at its current level for 2010.       

MOVED by Mayor Sosnowski that the current 2% Rate for the Atco Franchise Fee be maintained for 2010.

REPORTS
C.A.O. Report:  CAO Dupuis delivered his monthly report to council. Some progress has been made in dismantling the old ball diamonds. Town personnel will continue the process throughout November. 

CAO Dupuis attended several Joint CAO and special county council meetings to discuss a number of joint issues including Land Use, Development Plans and 2009 MSP Initiatives.  Wherever possible the village will continue to work jointly with our municipal partners to ensure improved services for our residents.

Friendly reminder letters were being delivered to those residents with outstanding invoices due to the village. It is hoped that this will help clear up these amounts as soon as possible in spite of the difficult economic times. 

Foreman Carey Yaremchuk Report:  WTP and Lift Station in good running order.  Water samples are taken weekly.  Work was completed on the entrances and curbs along 50th Avenue and 51st street following the 2009 paving project.  3 Beaver dams were opened up with explosives in October with several more to follow in November. Numerous beavers have been trapped and removed from these areas although there still remains one or two more still needing to be trapped. 

Cr. Yaremchuk Report: The transfer sites were operating well. He was assisting in coordinating the opening of  the beaver dams with Ron Saskiw from the county.   
Cr. Dubelt Report: No new meetings were attended over the past couple of weeks. He will be attending the NLLS Annual meeting November 14th in Elk Point. 

Mayor Sosnowski Report: No meetings were attended since the October 19th meeting. He did visit the New Myrnam School kindergarten and grade one classes where he distributed Myrnam pins and read a story.
